The Marshall County Park & Recreation Board and the Grand Vue Park Leadership Team are
pleased to announce the dedication of the Gold Star Mothers Living Memorial apple orchard. This
orchard comprises 55 diverse apple trees, each symbolizing a county in West Virginia, alongside a
flagpole encompassed by the emblems representing each military branch and a black granite bench.

We invite you to join us in honoring
West Virginia's Fallen Military Service
members post-9/11 by dedicating this
apple orchard. The memorial's 55 apple
trees were planted by students from the
John Marshall FFA program under the
guidance of Danielle King, while
students from the John Marshall CTE,
led by Matthew Ali, completed the
concrete work surrounding the flagpole
and bench.

The event will include the participation of the Honor Guard,
a rendition of the National Anthem by Sarah Valle,
refreshments and other activities. The dedication
ceremony, open to the public, commences at 1:00 pm at
the orchard, situated on Cabin Drive en route to the tree-
top villas, with General Hoyer as a guest speaker.
