GRAND VUE PARK & MARSHALL COUNTY SHUTTLE

Marshall County has a shuttle service for guests staying at Grand Vue Park, Palace of Gold, Marshall County hotels and
motels. Guests are welcome to use the shuttle to travel to and from Marshall County attractions during operating hours.

Shuttle Schedule:

Sunday-Thursday: 10am-5pm shuttle is free
Friday-Saturday: 10am-12pm Marshall County Tour
$25/person
Friday- Saturday: 12pm-5pm shuttle is free

The shuttle service is free during the week from 10 am - 5pm.
There is also the 2-hour Marshall County Tour. This includes iconic stops throughout the county and their historical
backgrounds. This tour is $25/person, and guests can pay the day of but must call 24hrs in advance. Tours are limited to 14
people at a time and includes a cup of ice cream at Flurrys Ice Cream Shop. Tours begin at the Mound Museum promptly at
10am Friday and Saturday mornings.
